THE GRAND JURY CHARGES:

At all times pertinent to this Superseding Indictment:
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INTRODUCTION
L. This Superseding Indictment charges defendant SAMI OMAR AL-HUSSAYEN with
various criminal offenses arising from his work on behalf of the Islamic Assembly of North America
(hereafter the “TANA™), the Al-Haramain Islamic Foundation (hereafter “Al-Haramain™) , Dar Al-Asr and
other cntitics through which he provided material support and resources to terrorists. As described in
further detail in this Superseding Indictment, AT-HUSSAYEN provided, among othcr things, computer
advice and assistance, communications facilities, and financial instruments and services that assisted in

the creation and maintenance of internet websites and other intcrnet media intended to recruit and to raise

funds for violent jihad, particularly in Palestine and Chechnya. AL-HUSSAYEN’s conduct in
furthcrance of this conspiracy violaled lederal law barring material support of terrorists, and the false
statements and omissions he made during the process of oblaining student non-immigrani visas to cnter
the United States also constituted violations of federal law.

2. As used in this Superseding Indictment, “jihad” is an Arabic word meaning “holy war.” In
this context, it refers to the taking of actions against persons or governments that are deemed to be
enemies ol a fundamentalist version of Tslam. Historically, violent jihad has mncluded armed conflicts
and other violence in numerous areas of the world, including Afghanistan, Chechnya, lsrael, the
Philippines and Indonesia. The armed conflicts in these geographic areas and clscwhere have involved
murder, maiming, kidnaping, and the destruction of property.

3. In addition to and in conjunction with dates othcrwise specifically indicated herein,
reference in this Superseding Tndiciment to “at all times pertinent to this Superscding Indictment™ shall
mean at least between Seplember 13, 1994 and on or about February 26, 2003.

DEFENDANT

4, Defendant SAMI OMAR AL-HUSSAYEN 1s a citizen of Saudi Arabia. Belween about
August 7, 1994 and February, 2003, AL-HUSSAYEN studicd in the United States as a forcign student.
He studied at Ball State University in Muncie, Indiana, where he obtained a Masters of Science degree m

compulter scicnec and at Southern Methodist Universily in Dallas, Texas. Thereafter, AL-HUSSAYEN
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studied at the University of Idaho in the Ph.D. program in computer science.
DEFENDANT’S RELATIONSHIP WITH IANA AND AL-HARAMAIN
The Islamic Assembly of North America (IANA)

3. At all times pertinent to this Superseding Indictment, the IANA purported to be a non-
profit chanty organized pursuani (o the laws of the Umited Statcs. Between at least January 1, 1999 and
the date of this Superseding Indictment, the TANA maintained offices in Ann Arbor, Michigan. The
1ANA provided a number of internet websites and other inlernet-related outlets for disseminatmg
information regarding Islam, as well as for soliciling and receiving donations of monies both from within
the United States and without. As detailed below, TANA-sponsored websites included a variety of
materials intended to recruit and (o raise funds for violent jihad. The IANA also hosted regular
conferences in the United States, with participation by individuals affiliated with other purported
charitable organizations located within the United States as well.

6. During the period between on or about November 16, 1999, to February 13, 2003, Al.-
HUSSAYEN functioncd as an cmployee and official of the IANA and, together with the president of the
TANA, cngaged in significant decision-making and business transactions related 1o TANA’s busincss,
particularly with respect to the creation, maintenance and content of websites and the associated
fundraising for IANA. Sincc May 11, 2001, AL-HUSSAYEN has been the registered agent {or the
IANA in Idaho. AL-HUSSAYEN was involved in the planning of at least onc of the JANA conferences
described above, and attended and participated in more than one such conference.

7. During AL-HUSSAYEN’s pcriod of study, the government of his native country paid for
his tuition and provided to him and his family a stipend for living expenses. Begimning on or about
August 17, 1994, AL-HUSSAYEN, at various times, maintained at least six Umted States bank accounts
in Indiana, Texas, Idaho and Michigan. From at least January 23, 1997, until the date of this Superseding
Indictment, AL-HUSSAYEN received into and disbursed out of his bank accounts more than

$300,000.00 in excess of the study-related funds he received durmg the same period of time.

8. Beginming on or about November 16, 1999, AL-HUSSAYEN madc disbursements of the
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excess funds referenced in the preceding paragraph to the IANA, 1o the IANA's officers (including its
president), and for other operating expenses of the IANA, such as the salaries of its employees. From
about December of 1994 to about July of 2002, AL-HUSSAYEN traveled and r;)therwisc [unded travel
for other individuals, including travel related o the TANA, through AL-HUSSAYEN’s bank accounts
and to localions in numerous slates, as well as foreign countrics.

9. Between on or ahout November 16, 1999, to Fcbruary 13, 2003, AL-HUSSAYEN’s JANA-
related business activities inchuded frequent conlact with the president of the IANA, including numerous
tclephone conversations and c-mails, as well as face-to-face meetings. AL-ITUSSAYEN disbursed
money directly to said president of the IANA in the form of wire transfers and personal checks, and AL-
HUSSAYEN also maintained a checking account m a Michigan bank in AL-HUSSAYEN’s name alone,
but with the president’s home address.

The Al-Haramain Islamic Foundation

10. At all limes pertinent lo ims superseding indictment, Al-Haramain was a purported charity
centered in Saudi Arabia. It developed a world-wide network of offices and representatives in a number
of countries, including Saudi Arabia, the United States (Ashland, Oregon), Chechnya, Bosnia, Somalia
and Kenya. Its stated mission included the dissemination of fundamentalist [slamic doctrines, including
by means of the Internet. On or about March 11, 2002, pursuant to Executive Order 13224, the Umiled
States Government designated the Bosma and Somalia branches of Al-Haramain as Specially Designated
Global Tcrrorists.

11. From at lcast on or about November 10, 2001, until February 13, 2003, AL-HUSSAYEN
was a representative of Al-Ilaramain in that he provided assistance in that organization’s internet-related
business and activities. AT-HUSSAYEN’s Al-Haramain activities included contact with Al-Haramain
officials. In addition, on onc or morc occasions, AL-HUSSAYEN signed contracts on behalf of Al-

Haramain, and, in doing so, represcnted that he was legally anthorized to do so.
