INDICTMENT

The Grand Jury charges that:

From at least as early as in or around July 2016, the exact date being unknown to the Grand
Jury, and continuing through in or around November 2016, in the country of Paraguay and
elsewhere, the defendant,

ALI ISSA CHAMAS,

did knowingly and willfully combine, conspire, confederate, and agree with persons known and
unknown to the Grand Jury, to distribute a controlled substance in Schedule I, intending, knowing,
and having reasonable cause to believe that such controlled substance would be unlawfully
imported into the United States, in violation of Title 21, United States Code, Section 959(a); all in
violation of Title 21, United States Code, Section 963.

With respect to the defendant, the controlled substance involved in the conspiracy
attributable to him as a result of his own conduct, and the conduct of other conspirators reasonably

foreseeable to him, is five hundred (500) grams or more of a mixture and substance containing a
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detectable amount of cocaine, in violation of Title 21, United States Code, Section 963 and
960(b)(1)(B).

FORFEITURE ALLEGATIONS

1. The allegations contained in this Indictment are re-alleged and incorporated by
reference as though fully set forth herein for the purpose of alleging forfeiture to the United States
of America of certain property in which the defendant, ALT ISSA CHAMAS, has an interest.

2. Upon conviction of the violation alleged in this Indictment, the defendant shall
forfeit to the United States any property constituting, or derived from, any proceeds the defendant
obtained, directly or indirectly, as the result of such violation and any property which the defendant
used, or intended to be used, in any manner or part, to commit, or to facilitate the commission of,
such violation.
