9. The defendant shall not associate with any persons engaged in criminal activity and shall not associate with any person convicted
of a felony, unless granted permission to do so by the probation om cer;

10.The defendant shall permit a probation officer to visit him or her at any time at home or elsewhere and shall permit contiscation
of any contraband observed in plain view of the probation om cer;

1 1 .'rhe defendant shall notify the probation officer within seventy-two hours of being arrested or questioned by a law enforcement
officer;

12.n e defendant shall not enter into any agreement to act as an informer or a special agent of a law enforcement agency without the
permission of the court; and

13.As directed by the probation officer, the defendant shall notify third parties of risks that may be occasioned by the defendant's
criminal record or personal history or characteristics and shall pennit the probation officer to make such notifications and to
confinn the defendant's compliance with such notification requirement.
