Mohammed LNU from an unknown
source that talks about
Hizballah.

The letter begins with religious introduction and
greeting. The author says that "myself and the rest of the brothers
are doing good. The only thing that we miss is gathering to work
together so that we can attain the acceptance of God." The author
further goes on to describe the condition in Lebanon saying "as for
the general situation in the country, I can summarize our condition
in this way, for Hizballah documents its journey in this same
matter:

1) The party before the martyrdom of Al-Sayyed Abbas Al-Mousawy,
which is a period you lived part of which with us.

2) the second period is that after the martyrdom of Al-Sayyed Abbas
Al -Mousawy, whom with the blessings of his blood, the party
accomplished many victories, which its most important and most
apparent one was the distinct popular attendance in the
Representative elections, which Hizballah has accomplished decisive
remarks in it. That, and with the blessings of blood of Al-Sayyed
Abbas Al-Mousawy, is how Hizballah was able to confirm a prominent
victory, which made him a strong card in the Lebanese equation,
which could force itself on the political Lebanese reality.

And Hizballah continued to face all the problems with the
wisdom and knowledge of the Reverend Al-Sayyed Hassan Nasserallah
who proved his leadership capabilities in dealing with the
hardships that we face. And there were to prominent points that
Hizballah emerged victorious to the wide Israeli aggression that
was killed by the strike of the military force of Hizballah, and
people's favors towards the Resistance. Those two goals failed and
Israel did not accomplish any of them, for on the military level,
we [IL] and in many aspects, and its latest was Sheheen operation
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which was a clear response that Hizballah's military force
increased. And for the popular level, Hizballah was able to [UI]
what the Israeli war had destroyed with large buildings that
included all who were affected."

The letter continues to talk about the controversy between
Hizballah and the Lebanese Government. In the end, the author
states that "the gains of our youth are stronger than the
mountains, and they will continue in this period despite the
sacrifices. This is our destiny to live a tricky life even through
the red death, for the red death is much better than black water."
The author wishes the best to Mohammed and ends the letter
promising to continue writing him.
