Hajj Bassam called tcday (2/15,97)and reassured me about you and
your condicion, buvu I was troubled when I heard some of the things
that heppened to you, so I decided to write these lines to a dear
brother, to remind myself of the mysterious issues in which Allah's
hands may be present, and some times, as you know brother, a human
may not be aware of it, although he may be depressed for losing
monev, and the devil may enter his soul through the wishes, and if
the incident had nct occurved, and if...etc.

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Know my brother that Allah says in his holy book "And
there is no creature on earth that Allah would not provide for and
knows where it is and where it will be, everything is in a
manifested book."...meaning that his Glory knows before he creates
a man that he had guaranteed his dustenance in a determined amount
that does increase or decrease the least bit. And that includes all
sources of living for the humans. And the great prophet has said:
"And by him who has my life in his hand, I will not die until I
receive all my sustenance."

And that's what happened to the martyr Muslim Bin Ogil,
may Allah forgive him, when he realized without a doubt that he
will be killed, and asked for water several times during that day
and was not given the water, and before he was taken to the rooftop
to be killed, he asked for water but was not given any. May Allah
forgive him said "If I was meant to drink, I would've", and that so
it wouldn't be Abu Abdullah by himself the thirsty one, but all of
his friends. See my brother Mohamad the purity of the hearts, to
the point that a human reaches absolute submission, which the
underlying belief in Islam has emerged from through its wide door,
to the point that he [human] is with Allah in everything and he
knows that everything that happens to him is calculated, because
things don't happen independently, but with a reason and all
reasons end with Allah, and anything that's prescribed upon a man
he will see.

And Allah, praise be to him, addresses people in the
abandoned Koran and says "And we may curse you with some of hunger
and shortage of money and spirit and inheritance but deliver the
good news to the patient ones, whom if encountered a calamity said
we are to Allah and to him we will return. Those have prayers from
their God."

Look brother Mohamad at the mercy of Allah when he said
"some", and the letter B [the first letter in the word "some" in
Arabic] is for proportionality, meaning that the calamity will be
with some hunger not half or complete hunger. He then follows with
"a shortage of money," and this is a calamity with which the human
is tested. And the people of knowledge become upset when the
calamities have despaired from their lives, because that means they
will not gain the rewards of calamities and the elevation of their
status in the eternal heavens. And hence was the saying "If Allah
liked a person, he would select him to face calamity." But we
should not stop here because matters are judged by their ends. If
Allah has forgiven this person and found him to be arrogant, then
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Allah will distance him from his Glory and Holiness, as the
experience was with the prophet Adam, the best of prayers be upon
him and upon our prophet and his people. But the patient is
rewarded by a prayer from Allah...look at this eternal blessing
that is absent from our minds. .

Brother Mohamad, I know all of that is on your mind but
the believers help each other with the mental support and
assistance on the path that is full of experiences and desires,
especially when the believer lives by the affirmation that this
life is short and is worth [as much as] the wing of a mosquito in
Allah's scale, a nonbeliever would not be given a drink of water
[in this short life].

Allah has asked us for this reminder, and the believers
are brothers. And he [Allah] has said "and remind them, if the
reminder may help." And from this aspect comes our [prophet's]
saying "Allah will be in the aid of a brother who is in the aid of
his brothexr"

I ask Allah to replace your loss and a person may not
know that he may be cursed with an illness in his body or in that
of a family member, so first, Allah wishes to test the limit of the
believer's patients, second, he makes his calamity in his money
instead of his religion or health which is worse.

I will tell you a story about the prophet Ayoob, peace be
upon him... when his illness became great and all the people have
left him, his wife asked him, why don't you ask Allah to heal you
from that illness? Peace be upon him said: I am eighty years old
and have never been ill, except for the last seven years, and I'm
shy to ask Allah after all these years of blessings. Look at these
high levels of shyness of Allah. As Ibrahim, peace be upon him,
said when he was thrown in the fire with the petard, his answer to
Gabriel was "His [Allah] awareness of my condition suffices my
asking [for a relief]." I aks Allah to protect you and guide you to
the best health.

If you need anything Mohamad, consider you have a back
[consider me someone you can count on] and Allah is the one asked
to ease the matters, and don't be deceived by the long distance,
for the traveler is close to his God. Anything that you need don't
hesitate to ask, and Allah will reward you for this earthly
calamity. And as the Imam Ali [historic religious leader]:
He who makes a big deal from a small calamity, Allah will curse him
with a bigger one.
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As much as you give you will receive and as much as you can handle
you will be tested.
The small things seem as a great deal for the petty person and
great things seem as insignificant for the great person.
So, how many times has a great caYamity seemed insignificant in the
eyes of the great person because it is the eyes of Allah.

I would like to thank you from the bottom of my heart for
going to Gastonia and taking the things to my uncle's house. May
Allah reward you the best reward.

My dear brother, I advise you and myself of fearing Allah
until you feel that he sees you. And to increase the prayers for it
saves, and prayer for the believers shows the future and helps in
becoming patient in facing troubles as we become patient in
obedience, you will find pleasure and delight unlike any other and
practicing patience, and you found it to be needing dedication,
stubbornness and sureness. And by patience you will attain what you
need.

My special greetings to Ahmed, Mohamad, and Ali Darwiche
and Chawki and Mehdi. I ask Allah to guide you to the best guidance
and righteous path and extend our loyalty to Mohamad [the prophet]
and his virtuous family, for those who die on their obedience dies
as a martyr.

I'm arranging to visit the house of Allah [Mecca] these
days, but the problem is when the doors were open [time to submit
applications], I, for approximately two weeks, was here in America,
so the opportunity passed me, so I ask Allah to aid me this year,
for he is all hearer, all answerer.

Remember brother Mohamad that there are people with weak
spirits who like to gloat over another's grief, but openly, they
hide it. so I remind you not to talk about this issue in a weakness
as happened.

Don't dare to show yourself to the enemy as weak cat, for
the gloating of the enemy is a curse.

But will talk as it is something that has already
happened, and Allah is capable of replacing it. There could be
those who may envy your work, and you sense who they are, and it is
hard to attain their friendship because with every hatred comes
nothing but hatred and those who envy you also hate you. At anyway,
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the believers with the most complete faith are those with the best
manners. And befriend the good ones to avoid the bad ones.

I sent with Hajj Bassam an Islamic calender, Allah's
willing you will benefit from it.,

I apologize for the scattered thoughts, but I write you
about what's on my mind and heart, and in fact as if I am write to
myself, because what happened to you has pained me. And my feelings
leads me to say that there is someone who envies you or dose not
wish good things for you, but the justice day for those who commit
injustice is stronger than the day of injustice towards the
wronged. And he who digs a trap for his brother will fall in it
himself. And every person who commits injustice will be wronged
himself with something worse.

I £ind, brother Mohamad, that this area of interest
requires complete secrecy, even if it was a person that you think
is good, except who you are assured of his loyalty and devoutness,
then I tell him some of the issues. My advise Mohamad is that you
don't tell anyone when you go and when you come back except for
those with you in the house, and I advise those in the house that
when someone calls asking if someone was here or above, the answer
should be we don't know. And so on, regarding the issues that you
are more aware of it than I.

As you know brother Mohamad, the Resistance is always in
need for support and the distinction is that the Resistance's
support is on the shoulders of the weak so, if there was an
opportunity for you to work as you did at the end of the
gatherings, donate to the Resistance, and when one of the guys is
coming tc Lebanon, especially here in the south, they need the
support. And I sent with Hajj Bassam an invitation card to the
attendees of the breakfast parties that talks about the
accomplishments of the Resistance and the guys could see it and
donate to the Resistance. Because we, in Lebanon, live in safety as
a result of that, and I will send you a receipt for any amount
donated.

I sent the envelope that Mohamad Darwiche written on it
as they've given it to me and in it was the fifth which [he] given
me a check with its amount. I also sent you five intellectual
contests that you could use on Friday nights when no one has
prepared a lecture, than you can have a contest. I also sent new
tapes and a video tape from the Manar [TV station].
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In the end, I ask Allah to aid you for he is the best
supporter and the best aid, and will hopefully see you soon.
